AFFM provides statewide support services for adoptive, foster, and kinship families. Special services
are available to kinship caregivers in which there is no DHHS involvement. AFFM is supported by a
contract with DHHS. Services include: 24/7 listening support, training, navigating systems, lending
library, support groups, appreciation events, clothing, material goods, allegation support, problem

solving assistance, 1-on-1 mentoring & referral services

support for all persons affected by mental illness;  advocacy for  the improvement of service
quality  and public policy; help line offering information and resources; coordination of a

statewide family respite program, connecting providers with families for planned and 
 intentional breaks; facilitation of NAMI Basics education program, a free course for

parents/caregivers supporting children with emerging behavioral and emotional
concerns. All of NAMI Maine's services are offered statewide.
